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1. INTRODUCTION
These instructions give you guidelines for preparing papers for the International Conference ICGrA, 2018. Use this document as a template if you are using Microsoft Office Word 6.0 or later. Otherwise, use this document as an instruction set. The electronic file of your paper will be formatted further in the electronic Proceedings. The manuscript structure and organisation should be clear. In order to show comprehensible differentiation between the main section, sub section and its sub headings, follow the instructions in section.
Please name your manuscript or create a file which begins with your last name and includes the title of the paper (i.e., Joarder-Main title.doc).  The number of pages of the paper must not exceed 8 (eight), including abstract and reference list. The whole work must be written in Times New Roman, font size 10. Subheading must be in bold, and the first letter of each word should be in capital letters.
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2. MANUSCRIPT LAYOUT

Manuscripts are strictly limited to eight (8) pages (illustrations included), Paper size 210 × 297 mm (8 1/2 × 11 inches), in the Double-Column layout given. The font style will be Times New Roman with 10 font size and 1.15 Line Spacing (Alignment: Justify). Please prepare your paper according to these instructions as reviewers will be strict in enforcing them. 
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3. MANUSCRIPT STRUCTURE
The structure of the manuscript is expected to have Manuscript Title (Title should relate to the content included in the manuscript), Author Names (without titles or degrees except Dr. and Prof.), Author Details, Abstract, Keywords, Abbreviations (include only important abbreviations), Introduction, Literature and Theory, Related Works or Discussion, Methods, Results, Conclusion and Future Work, Appendices (if applicable / any), Acknowledgements (if applicable / any), References (Recent 5 to 8 references are expected as minimum). Avoid special symbols and formulas in title and abstract. Individually number figures, tables and equations continuously.

Make sure that the manuscript is plagiarism free and provide proper citation wherever others’ concept/figure/table/chart is/are used.

4. SECTION HEADING, FIGURES AND TABLES

All Section headings should be in capital letters in Times New Roman 10 bold with serial number (1,2,3) as above. All sub-section and sub-sub-section headings should be in Times New Roman 10 bold in italics, with serial number 1.1, 1.2 and 1.1.1, 1.1.2, and so on, respectively for the two categories, as demonstrated below. 
Drawings and graphs should not exceed 50% of the entire paper content and should be located close to their corresponding citation. They may reside within a column or span both columns.  Figures and photographs must carry numbers in the text (Figure 1) and a caption. Lettering of the caption should be nearly as large as the typeface used for the text. Make sure that illustrations are clear and easy to read.
